History Repeats Itself 

 

If you go on an excursion to the Pavlov biological station at Pavlovo near Lenin-
grad, you will see a very interesting monument there. It is a monument to the dog. The 
dog, as you know, played a very important part (@>;L) in all Pavlov's experiments.

"We got it from the grandson of Charles Darwin, who is now a student here," they 
answered, "when Darwin got his doctor's degree (AB5?5=L) at Cambridge, the students 
gave him a toy monkey (>157LO=:0). That was how they showed that they supported 
(?>445@6820BL) his theory of the origin of man." 
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The next day was a great holiday at Cambridge. Thousands of students came to 
the university to see the foreign scientists receive their diplomas. The students watched 
the ceremony from the gallery. 

It was Pavlov's turn (>G5@54L) to receive his diploma. As he was going forward 
under the gallery, the students let the dog right down into his arms.
